Professional Standards Program (PSP) 

Members of KAEOP are encouraged to take advantage of 

the National Association of Educational Office Profes-

sionals (NAEOP) Professional Standards Program and 

work toward certification or recertification.   

The Professional Standards Program (PSP) was officially 

adopted at the National Association’s Annual Convention 

on July 21, 1956 in Los Angeles, California.  The first 41 

certificates were awarded in Pennsylvania in 1957.  The 

Certified Educational Office Employee (CEOE) was ap-

proved in 1980.   

Since the Professional Standards Program was estab-

lished in 1957, 517 certificates have been issued to Kan-

sas members.  Mona Smith, NAEOP and KAEOP Past 

President, was the first Kansas member to receive a PSP 

in 1957-1958.  One hundred (100) Kansas members have 

received the CEOE distinction. 

Established May 15, 2002, recertification provides the 

opportunity for continued recognition of professional 

growth.  For a PSP certificate to be considered as current 

by NAEOP, members must recertify their highest-level.  

Recertification applies to all PSP certificate levels, but 

not the Certified Educational Office Employee (CEOE), 

which is a distinction.   Applicant must be a member of 

NAEOP for five continuous years since the issue date of 

their highest PSP certificate level and have completed 

sixty hours of continuing education (any combination of 

continuing education courses, workshops, or seminars).  

To date, five (5) KAEOP have recertified.  

If you are a continuous or new member and are interest-

ed in learning more about the PSP program, please let 

me know.  This is an opportunity to let your board and 

administrators know about your commitment to contin-

uing your education as an educational office profession-

al.
